SUBJECT: Rulemaking—display of license

Attached to this memo are two rules for the board to propose through the permanent
rulemaking process. The board will consider the rules at its October 24, 2023 meeting.

One rule would specify where schools of electrology and laser hair practice must display
their licenses. The other rule would set civil penalties for noncompliance with the
requirements in statute and rule to display licenses.

BOARD ACTION AND FUTURE STEPS

1. If the board wishes to adopt the rules, it will propose them at the October 24,
2023 meeting.

2. After publication in the North Carolina Register, a 60-day comment period will
begin.

3. After the comment period, the board will review any public comments and decide
whether it wishes to adopt the rules.

4. If adopted, the Rules Review Commission will determine whether to approve
them.

(c) The presumptive civil penalty for a Board-approved school of laser, light source, or pulsed-light treatments failing
to display its certification as required by G.S. 86B-68(¢) and 21 NCAC 06X .0113:

(1) 1st offense $100.00

2) 2nd offense $150.00

3) 3rd offense $250.00

21 NCAC 06X .0113 DISPLAY OF LICENSE

Each Board approved school of electrology and Board approved school of laser, light source, or pulsed-light treatments

shall display its certification at a place inside the school easily seen by the public.
